Incident Response and Computer Forensics

This three-hour technical session is a combination lecture and hands on lab.  The lecture will cover computer forensics, computer forensic methodology, understanding change of custody, and an overview of how to execute an investigation once there is an incident or intrusion.  The hands on lab will include a case study along with evidence files that will be examined through the utilization of EnCase.  Evidence files and a lab instruction manual will be provided.

Attendees will be required to bring their own laptop computers.  Minimum computer requirements are: 800MHz, Pentium III, 256MB Ram, 700 MB Free Disk Space, CD Drive and Power Cord.

Attendees of the technical session should posses a basic background in I/T audit skills and I/T controls.  All Technical Session attendees must attend the Luncheon Meeting.
